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GENERAL CONDITIONS FOR PURCHASE OF CHEMICALS AND PACKAGING
(Issued on March 2013)
1. Modifications to purchase conditions 
The validity of any modification to/deviation from these General Conditions, even if preliminarily approved, is conditional upon written confirmation by the Parties. 

2. Controls at SUPPLIER’s premises
COMPANY will be entitled, at any time during performance of the Contract, to instruct its representatives to visit SUPPLIER’s premises to check the regular execution of the supply. Relevant times and methods will be agreed between the Parties.
3. Delivery 
The deliveries will be made within the terms indicated in the Goods Delivery Order (OCME). In case of delays not due to recognised force majeure events, or if these are not immediately notified or proved, COMPANY will have the right to procure the goods through different channels and cancel the OCME or the part thereof involved in the delay. Also, COMPANY will be entitled to compensation for all damages deriving therefrom.


4. Delivery Notes - Packaging – Recognised weights 
All the goods shall be accompanied by D.D.T, CMR e XAB documents, which shall be considered as essential documents for the completion/execution of the order: each document will refer to the goods listed under a single order.

In the event of partial deliveries, said documents shall specify whether the deliveries are on a balance or account basis.  In case of return of excess materials   received from SUPPLIER under processing account and similar, such circumstances shall be mentioned together with the details of COMPANY’s original document. 

Any deliveries effected not in compliance with the above prescriptions may be rejected by the Unit of destination. 
The packaging shall be suitable for the type of goods supplied and the means of transportation used; consequently, all damage due to unsuitable packaging shall be at SUPPLIER’s charge even if the delivery term has been agreed by the Parties as being ex works.
COMPANY will recognise only the weights ascertained by the State Railway Company; failing this, by a public weighbridge or by the weighbridge of the Unit of destination.


5. Acceptance and testing of the supply by the Unit of destination 

SUPPLIER shall guarantee that, irrespective of any approval or preliminary check by COMPANY in the course of the supply, the   goods  delivered  are free
from clearly visible or concealed original or manufacturing defects and fully comply with the requirements of the order.
In respect of each and every OCME, the Unit of destination shall have the right to verify such guarantee by any means and tests within the term stated art. 1495 of the Italian Civil Code.
6. Shelf Life  
SUPPLIER guarantees that the goods will retain, throughout their “Shelf Life” period, the technical characteristics required by the Contract and the OCME. SUPPLIER, however, ensures the operating performance declared.
 
7. Excess materials – Rejected materials - Replacements – Modifications – Repairs
All the costs met for returns, replacements,  modifications or repairs which might be necessary as a result of the application of clause 5 and, where appropriate, clause 6 during the period indicated therein shall be payable by SUPPLIER, subject to COMPANY’s right to claim compensation for any damage attributable to SUPPLIER. The guarantee will be automatically renewed for the same period  in respect of all the items replaced, repaired or modified, starting from the date of their return to operation.


8. lnvariability of prices 
The prices established for the supply are fixed and invariable, unless otherwise agreed and specified in the Contract.


9. Invoicing and payment 
Unless otherwise specified in the order, the invoice(s) shall be issued within 15 days from the date the invoicing is effected and, however, in compliance with the tax regulations in force.

To ensure that the invoices are settled when due, the following details shall be shown on the invoice(s):

- the name and address of the Bank where payment is to be made;

-  the name of the bank branch;

-  BBAN code (for national payments);

- IBAN code and BIC code (for international payments).

No payment shall be made by COMPANY to banks other than those designated by SUPPLIER, unless any change is notified to COMPANY by SUPPLIER in writing at least 60 (sixty) days in advance. 
10. Applicable law and competent legal authority
All disputes arising out of the Contract or in any way connected therewith will be subject to Italian law and the legal authority of Milan has exclusive   competence to pass judgement on these.
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
